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ABSTRACT

This article critiques the growing world of Internet communities and the implications that threaten the spiritual formation of Christians.  I argue that uncensored investment in these cyber forums, leads to a neglected image of God and a cheapened exercise of communication.  Anchored in the teaching of Jesus, recorded in Matthew 6:1-24, pervasive principles can be assimilated that not only speak of the importance of personal identity and authentic communication, but also extend to a communal level, that informs and powers Christian mission.
