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Abstract

In the following essay, the author argues that Charles Hartshorne’s relatively neglected theological vision explicated in The Divine Relativity ought to be rediscovered by contemporary theologians.  After presenting a nuanced interpretation and explication of Hartshorne’s understanding of the relation between God and the world, the author considers a few ways in which that understanding may not only faithfully witness to the classical emphases of the Christian tradition, but also engender Christian action and worship in today’s world.
